ABOUT PLEIN AIR PAINTING
En plein air is a French expression that means "in the open air" and describes painting outdoors.

Artists have long painted in nature, but in the mid-19th century working in natural light became particularly
important in the development of Impressionism. With the introduction and transportability of paints in tube,
the popularity of painting en plein air increased in the 1870s.

In the United States, the number of artists painting en plein air is increasing every year. In Indiana
approximately 200 artists are members of the Indiana Plein Air Painters Association.
